ARS. §§ 28-414.01(C) and 28-900 were amended in 1993 to require the Department of Administration in consultation with the
Department of Public Safety and the School Bus Advisory Council to promulgate rules relative to school buses and to remove
authority to promulgate rules relative to school buses from the Department of Transportation. In comphiance with that statutory
mandate, the Department of Administration prepared rules related to school buses that were approved by the Governor’s Regula-
tory Review Council on February 6, 1996, and filed with the Office of the Secretary of State on February 16, 1996. The rules pro-
mulgated by the Department of Administration supersede those of the Department of Transportation.
