MARICOPA COUNTY AIR POLLUTION CONTROL REGULATIONS
REGULATION III

RULE 310 - FUGITIVE DUST

[M05-176]

Subject of the substantive policy statement and the substantive policy statement number by which the policy
statement is referred:

The subject of the substantive policy statement is the Guidance For Application For Dust Control Permit that requests
and explains all the information necessary to enable the Control Officer to make the determination to grant or to deny a
permit.

The substantive policy statement does not have a number. The substantive policy statement is referred to as the
Guidance For Application For Dust Control Permit (Guidance).
Date the substantive policy statement was issued and the effective date of the policy statement if different from the
issuance date:

The substantive policy statement was issued on June 22, 2005 and became effective on July 1, 2005.
Summary of the contents of the substantive policy statement:

On September 20, 1994, Rule 310 (Open Fugitive Dust Sources) was revised. Rule 310 required that an Application
For Earth Moving Permit, Demolition, And Dust Control Plan be submitted and an Earth Moving Permit be issued before
any earth moving operation or any dust generating operation began.

In 1996, the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) designated a portion of Maricopa County as a serious PM;

nonattainment area.
In September 1999, the EPA informed Maricopa County that additional research to develop test methods, more
specifics about dust control measures and more details regarding standards/work practices would be necessary.

Consequently, Maricopa County committed to do/complete the following:
* Require site-specific details in Dust Control Plans regarding what is necessary to control dust on a case-by-case
basis.

* Require in either Dust Control Plans or in Rule 310 more detailed standards and/or work practices.

These commitments in conjunction with a February 16, 2000 revision to Rule 310 were submitted to EPA in February
2000. On August 26, 2002, the EPA approved Rule 310, as adopted on February 16, 2000, and the commitments. The EPA

required Maricopa County to do the following:
* Require site-specific details in Dust Control Plans regarding what is necessary to control dust on a case-by-case
basis.

* Require in either Dust Control Plans or in Rule 310 more detailed standards and/or work practices.

From April 2003 thru October 2004, stakeholders and Maricopa County conducted public workshops to revise the
Application For An Earthmoving Permit and the Guidance For Filling-Out An Application For An Earthmoving Permit
and to revise Rule 310 (Fugitive Dust).

On April 7, 2004, further revisions to Rule 310 (Fugitive Dust) were adopted while public workshops to revise the
Application For An Earthmoving Permit and the Guidance For Filling-Out An Application For An Earthmoving Permit
continued.

In June 2005, revisions to the Application For An Earthmoving Permit and the Guidance For Filling-Out An
Application For An Earthmoving Permit were completed. The revised Application For An Earthmoving Permit is now
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titled “Application For Dust Control Permit” and the Guidance For Filling-Out An Application For An Earthmoving
Permit is now titled “Guidance For Application For Dust Control Permit”.

The Application For Dust Control Permit and the Guidance For Application For Dust Control Permit more clearly
request and explain all the information necessary to enable the Control Officer to make the determination to grant or to deny
a permit. According to Rule 200 and Rule 310, the permit must contain the dust control plan and any other terms and
conditions that the Control Officer deems necessary to assure a source's compliance with the requirements of Rule 310. With
the information provided up front - in the Dust Control permit applications, Maricopa County expects to be able to
approve or disapprove Dust Control Plans based on whether specified control measures will be effective at each unique
site. A dust generating operation will not be able to obtain a Dust Control permit until a satisfactory Dust Control Plan is
submitted and approved by the Maricopa County Air Quality Department.

Arizona Revised Statutes (ARS) §49-406(G) requires that each agency that commits to implement a control measure
describe that commitment in a resolution adopted by the governing body which specifies its authority for implementing
the measures as provided in statute, ordinance, or rule; a program for enforcement of the measures; and the level of
personnel and funding allocated to the implementation of the measure. The Maricopa County Board of Supervisors held a
public hearing and approved a resolution to submit the “Application For Dust Control Permit” and the “Guidance For
Application For Dust Control Permit” to the EPA in order to address one of three commitments that Maricopa County
made in the PM; serious area nonattainment plan for the Arizona State Implementation Plan (SIP). This supplemental

information supports and further describes the Maricopa County’s implementation program for Rule 310 (Fugitive Dust).
