EXECUTIVE ORDERS, PROCLAMATIONS OF
GENERAL APPLICABILITY, AND STATEMENTS
ISSUED BY THE GOVERNOR
PURSUANT TO A.R.S. § 41-1013(B)(3)

The Administrative Procedure Act (APA) requires the full-text publication of all Executive Orders and Proclamations of Gen-
eral Applicability issued by the Governor. In addition, the Register shall include each statement filed by the Governor in grant-
ing a commutation, pardon or reprieve, or stay or suspension of execution where a sentence of death is imposed. With the
exception of egregious errors, content (including spelling, grammar, and punctuation) of these orders has been reproduced as
submitted.

* IMMUNODEFICIENCY AWARENESS MONTH *

WHEREAS, immunodeficiency diseases are disorders in which part of the body’s immune system is missing or does not
function properly; and

WHEREAS, these disorders are caused by intrinsic or genetic defects in the immune system, many of which require
chronic replacement therapy consisting of immune globulin administration, gamma interferon, antibiotic therapy, bone mar-
row/stem cell transplantation, or gene therapy to protect individuals from frequent life-threatening infections and debilitat-
ing illnesses; and

WHEREAS, typically there is a long delay between the onset of symptoms and diagnosis resulting in permanent functional
impairments; and

WHEREAS, the World Health Organization recognizes more than 200 primary immunodeficiency diseases; and

WHEREAS, the public and the medical community know little about primary immunodeficiency diseases which may affect
as many as 250,000 people in the United States; and

WHEREAS, the Immune Deficiency Foundation is one of many organizations that provides advocacy, education and
research to improve the diagnosis and treatment of primary immunodeficiency diseases; and

WHEREAS, public support is needed to understand primary immunodeficiency diseases, find cures, and provide access to
all available life-saving therapies.

* PARKINSON’S DISEASE AWARENESS MONTH *

WHEREAS, Parkinson’s disease is a progressive neurological disorder that affects people of all ages with the average age
of onset being 60, and 15% of those are diagnosed before age 50; and

WHEREAS, Parkinson’s disease is the second most common neurodegenerative disease in the United states, second only to
Alzheimer’s; and
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WHEREAS, even though there is inadequate comprehensive data on the incidence and prevalence of Parkinson’s disease,
in 2010 an estimated one million citizens in the United States were affected by this disease and 446 Arizonans died as a con-
sequence of the disease in 2009; and

WHEREAS, the symptoms of Parkinson’s disease — tremor, slowness, difficulty with balance, swallowing, chewing, speak-
ing, rigidity, cognitive problems, dementia, mood disorders, skin problems, and sleep disruption - are often mistaken for
other conditions, especially in younger adults, or are overlooked as a normal part of the aging process; and

WHEREAS, Parkinson’s disease takes an enormous emotional, psychological and physical toll both on those with the dis-
ease and on caregivers, families and friends of those with the disease; and

WHEREAS, the causes, cures, or possibilities for preventions of Parkinson’s disease are still not known; and

WHEREAS, increased education and research are needed to help find more effective treatments and ultimately a cure for
Parkinson’s disease and to provide more effective support programs and services to Parkinson’s disease patients, their care-
givers and families; and

WHEREAS, through education of safe digging practices, excavators and homeowners can save time and money keeping
our nation safe and connected by making a simple call to 811 in advance of any digging project; waiting the required amount
of time; respecting the marked lines by maintaining visual definition throughout the course of the excavation; and digging
